2. All checks should be made payable to ‘Cross the Meadow Farm (CTM).

There will be a $50.00 fee for returned checks. Any returned checks must be paid in
cash or certified funds within 10 days.

3. Adds and scratches will be allowed. Show scratches will be refunded; less the cost
of any classes completed, office and EMT fees and stall/paddock fees, if applicable.

4. Show management reserves the right to cancel, combine, divide, and/or move any
classes.

5. “No judges” will be allowed ,time permitting

6. Limited stalls will be available for $30.00/ paddocks $20.00 per day

7. Approved helmets must be worn at all times while mounted.

8. Champion and Reserve will be awarded in all divisions. First place award and
riobons through 6", Classics and Mini Prix through 12",

9. A one minute gate will be imposed if management finds it necessary.
10. Loose pets will not be allowed. Please keep your pets leashed at all times.

Fences 3’

Open to all horses/riders that have entered and competed in a 3’ division. To be judged in two
phases, over a course of no less than 10 jumps. Round One, the Hunter Classic Course, is judged
on style and brilliance. Round Two, the Handy Hunter Course, is judged on style, brilliance, and
handiness. The judge may award bonus points on the second round for exceptional handiness.
The course will have a minimum of 2 of the following options: trot jump, open gate while mounted,
lead over a jump, tight turn option, clever options for jump approaches, halt and/or back, walk a
jump. The top 12 will return for the second round,(in reverse order of score) over the Handy
Hunter Course. If 12 or less show in the first round, all horses that completed the 1*' course will
return for the second round.
