Warm-up classes

Warm-up classes are open to all horses and ponies entered in
the show. Fences will match currently running division
heights. Courses may be changed during the show. Warm-up
will be closed during flat and other specified classes.
Participants will be judged as hunter rounds unless otherwise
noted and given a numeric score. Scores receiving 78-100
earn a blue ribbon; scores of 72-77 earn a red ribbon. Multiple
warm-ups are permissible with management approval and
payment of an additional class fee but must be ridden before
the division classes.

Jumper warm up is judged as a blue ribbon clear round.
