Windhoek Equestrian Center home of Empower Equestrian 
9850 E Parker Road, Parker, CO 80138 From E470 heading 
south, take exit 5 for Parker Road. Turn left onto Lincoln 
Ave, then right onto Pine Drive. Follow the curve and 
continue onto Main St, then continue straight onto Parker 
Road for roughly 3 miles. Entrance will be on your right, just 
before Tomahawk Rd intersection.  

Rules and Regulations


Show will be run according to CHJA rules & regulations 

1. Entries close Sunday 14th  by 9pm.  Late and day of show 
entries will be accepted with a $25.00 late fee  

2. All checks should be made payable to  Empower 
Equestrian.  There will be a $50.00 fee for returned checks. 
Any returned checks must be paid in cash or certified funds 
within 10 days.  Venmo will also be accepted with a fee.  

3. Adds and scratches will be allowed. Show scratches will be 
refunded, less the cost of any classes completed, office fee, 
grounds fee, EMT fees and stall/paddock fees, if applicable.  

4. Show management reserves the right to cancel, combine, 
divide, and/or move any classes.  

5. “No judges” will be allowed for hunter classes, time 
permitting.  

6. Approved helmets must always be worn while mounted.  

7. Champion and Reserve will be awarded in all divisions. 
First place award and ribbons through 6th, Classics through 
12th. 

 8. A one-minute gate will be imposed if management finds it 
necessary. 

 9. Loose pets will not be allowed. Please always keep your 
pets leashed.  

10. Please respect our hosts’ property and do not throw trash 
of any kind on the ground. Use cans provided!  

11. This is a NO SMOKING facility.  If you have to smoke, 
please do so in your vehicle.  

12. Proper show attire required. Jumper riders are to wear 
shirts with collar and sleeves; Equitation Classic riders are to 
wear hunt coats.  

13. Non showing horses will be charged an office and EMT 
fee and stall /grounds fee.

All classes- prize for 1st, ribbons through 6th, unless stated 
otherwise. • Hunter Championships and Reserves will be 
awarded according to CHJA Rule 8.2C-D. Jumper Champion 
and Reserve Champion shall be awarded according to CHJA 
Rule 9.1C. Equitation Champion and Reserve Champion will 
be awarded according to CHJA Rule 10.1C-D. 

Special Classes 

Ride and Run Competition – Sunday 

To be show over a course of 8 jumps. First 5 jumps to be 
jumped by horse and rider. At a designated spot the rider 
dismounts and jumps the remaining 3 ( lower ) jumps on 
foot. Table III - faults converted! Fastest time wins!! All entry 
fees donated to the Claire Davis Fund. Entry fee $25 

$350 Mini Gambler’s Choice - Sunday 

To be eligible, horses must have competed in at least two 
other jumper classes at the same show. In this competition, 
there will be 10 obstacles set in the arena.  Each obstacle 
carries a value from 10 points to 100 points. Obstacles will be 
built so that they may be jumped in both directions. After the 
starting tone, the competitor must cross the start line in 
either direction to start their time. They must then jump the 
obstacles, in either direction, a maximum of two times each, 
with the goal being to accumulate the highest point total. 
Disobediences are not penalized except for time taken. If an 
obstacle is knocked down, no points will be awarded. If an 
obstacle is jumped after being knocked down, no points will 
be awarded. If an obstacle is jumped a third time, no points 
will be awarded. When the 60 seconds has expired, a tone 
will sound and the competitor must cross the finish line to 
stop their time. At the conclusion of the round, and after 
their score has been announced, a tone will sound again and 
the competitor will have 30 seconds to attempt the Joker 
Jump. If jumped successfully, an additional 200 points will 
be added to their score. If a disobedience or knockdown 
occurs, 200 points will be deducted from their score. Only 
one attempt is allowed. The winner will have the highest 
point total in the fastest time. Fences 0.75m to 1.0m (Joker 
to be higher). Prize money divided eight places 30%, 22%, 
15%, 10%, 7%, 6%, 5%, 5%.
