Entries will be accepted on the day of show. However, a $25.00 day of show penalty will apply. 
 

Fees:  
Regular classes      $30.00 
Medal Classes      $30.00 
After Closing Date (Thursday 8pm)   $25.00 
Day of Show       $25.00 
EMT Fee       $15.00 per rider 
Office Fee       $30.00 per entry 
Stalls Per day       $50.00  
Grounds Fee       $30.00

No refunds will be given unless accompanied by a veterinarian’s certificate. 
Stalls available $50 per day Please use the stabling form. Trainers, reserve as a block 

please.  
Bounced or unpaid checks shall be subject to a $50.00 fee and must be paid in cash or 
certified funds within five days. Non-showing horses must register in the office and pay the 
EMT, Office and Grounds Fees. 
 
Regulations: 

1. Back to back rounds allowed and encouraged. 

2. No-judges will be allowed if time permits. Repeat rounds in the warm up may be limited if needed. 

3. Hard hats must be worn at all times by all riders while on the grounds. 

4. Controlled schooling will be allowed from 6:30 am - 7:15 am. Longer if possible 

5. Schooling times on any one horse will be limited.  

6. The show management reserves the right to cancel, combine or divide any class(es) should it be in the best 

interest of the show. 

7. Only one horse per entry form. Entry forms can be transmitted electronically. 

8. A one minute gate and/or a posted order of go may be imposed by management in order to maintain a 

reasonable pace for the show ring. 

9. Each class will award a first place trophy and ribbons through sixth place. 

10. Champion and Reserve will be offered for all divisions. 

11. Pets must be on a leash at all times! People must be in a good mood at all times. ☺ 

Class counts will be available at www.horseshowing.com Thursday night. It is the 
exhibitor’s responsibility to check the status of their classes. 

 
FRIDAY SCHOOLING WILL BE AVAILABLE - Schooling spots must be reserved in advance by the trainer before noon 

Thursday. All spots reserved will be charged to the trainer and are non-refundable. Trainers may split these to 
their riders if done so in the show office before 10:00 am Saturday. Schooling reservations must be in writing 
by email or text. No phone reservations. The names of the riders/horses must be included for billing purposes.  
Sessions will cost $30.00 per horse. Time of session will be determined by the number of horses needing to get 
in the ring. Schooling 1:00pm – 6pm.
