They must have a quick exam looking for signs of any
infectious symptoms before being admitted onto the grounds and getting their stall assignment.

(If you prefer to present a Health Certificate dated within 24 hours of arrival, you may pass through the
biosecurity checkpoint after document inspection and not pay the biosecurity fee. Otherwise, no Health
Certificate is necessary.)
