
Emergency Medical Procedure 
1. Any event official may contact the show medic on a channel to be determined and announced prior to show start. * Give specific location of injured person (ex. Hunter Ring 1) * Give nature of event (ex. “rider down” or “cut finger”) 

 2. The show medic will evaluate the injured person and determine if 911 needs to be activated. * Exhibitors and other officials are asked not to make 911 calls from their cell phones.

Show Medic Determines a “911” response is required 

Ring Announcer 
1. Direct ring crew to clear all ring obstacles to ambulance access. 2. Direct waiting competitors to clear access area. 

Show Medic 
1. Contacts Show Office and requests a 911 response. 2. Gives a brief report of patient condition. 3. Recommends 911 access route into facility with spe- cific mention of address and entrance route. 

Show Office 1. Landline call for 911 Relay medic report Specify access route 2. Send official to designated access route entrance to greet EMS vehicles and guide them to patient location. 

Emergency Vehicle Egress Medic and/or show official will guide emergency vehicles out of the facility to a main road. 

Show Medic 1. Complete Accident/Injury Report 2. Give verbal report to show manager and steward.
